FROM RT. 78: Oldwick/White House (exit 24). [Turn right if you are west bound and left if you are going east]. Yo
will be on Rt.523 for a short distance. Go throughhe town of Tewksbury - (DO NOT FOLLOW RT 523 whenit

turns at Lamington Rd. Stay straight) Nice Victorian houses hereStay on this roadit is now Rt. 517 —Fairmont
Rd.) All the way to the light in Long Valley at the Brew Pub, about 10 miles from Rt. 78. At the light, ross over the
bridge to Schooley’s Mountain Rd and continue up the hill around the first hairpin curve. CAMP WASHINGTON

ROAD is on the right and there is a sign for Schoely’s Mt. Park. Turn RIGHT to Camp Washington Road and
continue around the lake & lodge. This becomes SPRGTOWN ROAD. The park entrance is about ¥ mile on he
right. Go to the end of the road to the last parkig lot and pavilion.

FROM RT. 80: Exit 27A (Rt. 206 South — Somerville). Follow Rt206 south towards Chester. Go to the 6th traffic
light. {1% light is International Drive; 2™ light is Drakesdale Rd.; 3 light is at Old Mill Shoppe —Flanders-Netcong
Rd.; 4™ light just beyond RR overpass is Flanders-BartleyRd.; 5" light is Bartley-Chester Rd}....look for mile
marker 89.....
